Her
gorgeous, large tone
filled the room, and the
audience was spellbound
by the impassioned per-
formance of both Judy
and Mr. Alberstrom.
Judy’s single piano se-
lection was the
Khachaturian  Toccata.

Her piano
instructor at USC is the
internationally acclaimed
pianist, Daniel Pollack,
and her current cello in-
structor is Peter Stumpf,
principal cellist of the Los
Angeles  Philharmonic
and a member of the
USC faculty.

Pianist Rob Watson enjoys a musical career that spa  ns teaching, performance and scholarly activi-
ties. While highly regarded as Professor of Piano, and Keyboard Area Coordinator at Cal State Fuller-
ton, he has also given numerous solo, chamber and c oncerto performances.

Dr. Watson’'s students have performed with professio nal orchestras, including the Baton
Rouge Symphony and the Pacific Symphony. Among his former students are faculty members of
Xiamen University (China), University of Southern C  alifornia, California State University Dominguez
Hills, Northwestern State University of Louisiana, Texas A & M (Corpus Christi), and community col-
leges in southern California. With a penchant for international travel, Rob Watson has also taken stu
dents on music study tours to Austria and lItaly.

Among Rob’s solo recitals are those given for Inter national Music Festivals in Bulgaria (2008),
and performances in England, Austria, Italy, and Ja  pan. In the Fall of 2009, he was actively engaged
in performing in nine programs in southern Californ ia. His chamber music performances have been
with the St. Petersburg String Quartet and with mem  bers of the Los Angeles Philharmonic, the Pa-
cific Symphony and the G. Verdi Conservatorio (Mila  n, Italy), as well as with university colleagues.

Dr. Watson has investigated and has lectured on top ics relating*to musical interpretation,
movement and somatic principles and pedagogy. His invited lecture on /Barogue music interpreta-
tion to a Japanese piano teachermgroup was well-rec  eived (2006). He has presented research papers
at the National Conference on Piano Pedagogy (Neuro  plasticity and.somatic/principles, 2009) andthe
World Piano Pedagogy Conference(2009).

' He has two recordings on the Educo label, including an award-winning performance‘of Ka-
balevsky'sfPiano Sonata’Nor 2 in E-flat Major (Inte  rnational Recording Competition). Additional re-
cordings/are projected for his/sabbatical leave, Sp ring 2010.

He has recently=added long-distance running to his activities, completing his first half-
marathon in November (2008), for the benefit of the  Leukemia and Lymphoma Society, and placing 3
in-a 5K run (October 2009). He and his wife, Teri,  enjoy international home exchanges, and their fam-
ily, including the arrival of their first grandson

Everyone should have completed their students’ evaluation
forms online so that student scheduling can be done.

Teachers’ envelopes will be available at the February Branch Meeting. If you do not pick up your envelope at
that time, it will be sent to a drop off location by city. Please look for the locations listed in this newsletter.

Envelopes contain everything you will need to be prepared for C.M.:

Student Labels
“Check-in" Forms and directions for all venues

Teachers, please be on time for your work assignment. If you cannot be there, call your chairperson immedi-
ately! Ideally, we need 24 hours or more notice. Once the work is assigned, it is very difficult to find a re-
placement, particularly on the day you are assigned. Be considerate, please.

We still need high school volunteers. They can earn community service hours for their work. If you have stu-
dents working as Door Monitors, please remind them the day before their scheduled time. Be sure they have
clear instructions where to go and what to do.

Regarding all student cancellations, e-mail Nancy Hsu (nancyhsu@hotmail.com), and Doris Chiang
(dorischiang@hotmail.com) the cancellation information. Please include the student’s name and ID#, CM
level and day and time of their evaluation. You can cancel your student’s CM evaluation any time until the
day before the scheduled evaluation. We will still have to pay the Evaluators for the missed evaluation, but
we can use that time to schedule a student that missed their evaluation if necessary.

Student Walk-ins will be provided again. Remember that it is on a first come, first served basis. We have
never had to turn a student away. However, the parent will have to pay for the rescheduled audition.

Piano Theory is on February 20 (9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.) and February 21 (12:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.) at Fuller-
ton College. Students may go at any time, but must check in before 4:00 p.m. Students arriving after 4:00
p.m. will not be allowed to go to the theory room. All theory rooms will close at 5:00 p.m. Students will be
asked to turn in their tests regardless of whether or not they have finished. It is a good idea for students to do
the ear training first, if a CD player is available.

The Woodwind Teacher Volunteer Form is included in this newsletter. Please return to your chair, Heather
Patrick-Orozco, before the deadline noted on the form. Also, include specific instructions pertaining to your
accompanists. Don’t forget to send a copy of your Student List along with your Teacher Volunteer Form so
Heather can schedule your students’ evaluations.

String Teachers must send Joanne Ausmus-Baker a copy of their Student List and any time restrictions
caused by the accompanist. Send your Teacher Volunteer Form to Margie Chan if you have not already
done so.

No photocopies are allowed. Just a reminder that students will not be able to play using photocopied ma-
terial. If a student needs to use their music, it is a good idea to send two original copies so that the Evaluator
does not have to look over their shoulder. It is recommended that siblings not share books. This creates de-
lays in the evaluations, cutting time from the student’s performance, not to mention unnecessary stress on
your student.
